TRAVEL INFORMATION

How to get to Bogazigi University — South Campus, Bebek Istanbul
There are two airports in Istanbul.

* Transport from Istanbul Atatiirk Airport to Bogazigi University

By taxi (costs about 35 YTL/ €19/ S 25 between 6:00 am and midnight, with a 50 % increase after
midnight) Taxis are available outside the airport terminal. The journey from Istanbul Atattirk Airport
to Bogazici University takes about 30-45 minutes (if there is no major traffic jam which is not unusual
for Istanbul).

By airport bus (Havas): From Istanbul Ataturk airport, you can take the Havas Shuttle Services to
Taksim by Havas Shuttle Services. http://www.havas.com.tr/en/otobus istanbul ahl.asp

* Transport from Sabiha Gokcen Airport to Bogazigi University

By taxi (costs about 70 YTL /€ 40/ $ 50 between 6:00 am and midnight, with a 50 % increase after
midnight) Taxis are available outside the airport terminal. The journey from Sabiha Gokcen Airport
to Bogazici University takes about 30-45 minutes (if there is no major traffic jam which is not unusual
for Istanbul).

By airport bus (Havas): From Sabiha Gokcen airport, you can take the Havas Shuttle Services to
Taksim. These shuttles operate every hour on the hour between Taksim and Sabiha Gokcen Airport.

* Transport from Taksim to Bogazi¢i University

From Taksim you may take a taxi to the campus which costs about 15-20 YTL. Taksim is the center of
the city’s transportation network, with buses, subways and dolmus coming in from various
destinations of the city. In Taksim you can reach historical, cultural and entertainment centers in a
walking distance. Many good restaurants and hotels are situated around the Taksim Square. The
buses “59R Rumelihisariisti” and “559R Rumelihisaristi” from Taksim Square go directly to
Rumelihisarist, the bus stop next to the entrance of the South Campus of Bogazici University. All
the conference activities will take place on the South Campus.
